Notice 1s hereby circulated to all consumer and stake holders, that Power Department,
Government of Sikkim, a deemed licensee engaged in Transmission, Distribution & Retail Sale
of electricity has filed the tariff petition before the Sikkim State Electricity Regulatory
Commission (SSERC) for Truing-up of the FY 2022-23, Review for FY 2023-24, and Tariff
proposal for FY 2024-25 under the Multi Year Tariff control period for FY 2024-25 to 2026-27in
respect of Power Department in accordance with the guidelines outlined as per the Sub
Regulations 17.1 to 17.5 of Sikkim State FElectricity Regulatory Commission (Terms &
Conditions for Determination of Tariff for Generation, Transmission, Wheeling, Distribution and
Retail Supply under Multi Year Tariff Frame work) Regulations 2020.

The Commission has registered & admitted the petition filed by the Power Department
Vide Case No P-01/MYT/PDS/2023.

invite such objectors, as it considers appropriate for a hearing on the specified dates,
which will be notified by the Commission in due course.
