
Setup Steps for Running Peak Website Project 
 

1. Install Required Tools 

1. Download and install Node.js (LTS version) from Node.js official website. 
2. Download and install Visual Studio Code (VS Code) from VSCode official website. 

 

2. Create Project Folder 

3. Create a new folder on your computer, for example: 
 Peak Portal 

 

3. Open Folder in VS Code 

4. Open VS Code. 
5. From the top menu, click: 

 File > Open Folder > Select "Peak Portal" folder by navigating to the path where 
the folder is created. 

 

4. Open Terminal in VS Code 

6. In VS Code, open the terminal by clicking: 
 View > Terminal. 

 

5. Clone the GitLab Repository 

7. Copy the “Clone with HTTPS” link from your GitLab repository. 
 

8. In the VS Code terminal, run: 

 git clone <gitlab_link> 

 cd peak_frontend_website —-------- this is for website 

OR 

 cd peak_frontend —------------- this is for admin panel 

 



6. Install Dependencies 

9. Run the following command to install project dependencies: 

npm install 

 

7. Fix Script Execution Policy (Windows Only – if Error Occurs) 

11. If you get this error: 

 

Run this command :  

Set-ExecutionPolicy -Scope Process -ExecutionPolicy Bypass 

 

8. Start Development Server 

12. Run the project: 

npm run dev 

 

9. Open Project in Browser 

13. After the above command, the terminal will show something like: 

 Local:   http://localhost:3000/  —-------- Website 

 OR 

 Local:   http://localhost:5173/ —-------- Admin Panel 

 

14.  You can either :  
● Ctrl + Click the link in the terminal, OR 

 
● Open a browser and manually type http://localhost:3000 (or the port number 

shown)
